My personal goal is to become a university professor.  I came upon this discover while working as a teaching assistant at the University of Central Florida in the fall of 2004.  It was such a wonderful experience seeing the students in that class progress from knowing almost nothing about the course material to having a complete grasp of the concepts presented.  It made it even better that I remembered being in the same place just a year before.

Helping students may be my primary reason for my career goal, but it’s not the only one.   In addition, I love the university environment, you are always learning, always on the front line of technology.  There are not many professions that would allow for such an experience on a daily basis. In my four years, here I have had many experiences to talk to professors, not only about our coursework, but also about how they enjoy their job, and all of them stated that they would never want to work anywhere else, and I feel I would have to agree.
As an alternative to becoming a professor, I would want to work in the software development field, and because of the stiff competition in this field in the recent years, a graduate degree in some cases is almost required.  A graduate degree as well as my work at the university level would give me an edge up over other applicants.
